ITINERARY

Day I: Arrival in Quito with transfer from the airport to the hotel. Guests settle in and prepare for

the next day’s flight to the Galapagos.

Day 2: Flight to Baltra Island in the Galapagos followed by a guided visit to the Santa Cruz
highlands to see giant tortoises, lava tunnels, and the twin craters “Gemelos.” Transfer to Puerto

Ayora for overnight stay.

Day 3: Half-day shared excursion exploring Puerto Ayora’s bay, including snorkeling at La Loberia
Island and hiking to Tinel del Amor with chances to see white-tip sharks and marine iguanas.

Optional full-day kayak and hiking tour available.

Day 4: Full-day motor yacht tour with a local Galapagos fisherman and naturalist guide,
featuring snorkeling and swimming near remote islands to experience the marine ecosystem.

Overnight on board.

Day 5: Transfer to Baltra Airport for flight to Lima via Guayaquil; upon arrival in Lima, transfer to

hotel with documentation and assistance provided. Overnight in Lima.

Day 6: Half-day city tour of Lima covering modern and colonial districts, including visits to Plaza

de Armas, Convent of Santo Domingo, and the Rafael Larco Herrera Museum. Overnight in Lima.

Day 7: Flight to Cusco followed by a leisure day to explore the city’s colonial and Inca heritage
sites such as Koricancha, San Pedro Market, and Sacsayhuamén fortress. Optional afternoon city

tour available.

Day 8: Full-day tour of the Sacred Valley visiting Moray archaeological site, cultural exchange in
Misminay community, and Ollantaytambo fortress with lunch included. Overnight in Sacred

Valley.

Day 9: Full-day excursion to Machu Picchu including train ride from Ollantaytambo to Aguas
Calientes, guided exploration of the Inca citadel, lunch, and return train to Cusco. Overnight in

Cusco.

Day 10: Leisure day in Cusco with optional full-day hike to Vinicunca Rainbow Mountain, featuring

spectacular views and cultural encounters. Overnight in Cusco.

Day II: Transfer to Cusco airport for flight back to Lima, marking the end of the service. Guests

prepare for onward international travel.
